The Board conveyed their congratulations to Mia Sapowsky, a senior at Granby High School, playing on the Varsity Basketball team who made her 1000 point on Wednesday December 27, 2006.
The Board had accepted resignations from Nancy Hoffenberg and Micheline Turgeon late last year from the Granby Recreation Commission and signed letters to be sent to both the Republican and Democratic Committee chairmen asking for names to be submitted to Board and Recreation Commission of residents who would be interested in filling the 2 unexpired terms.

Chris Martin asked the Board about setting dates for holding FY08 budget meetings with all the department heads under the Board of Selectmen. The Board agreed to hold the meeting on Tuesday January 16th and Thursday January 18th both starting at 6:30 pm and last appointment being at 8:00 pm., with each department allowed 45 minutes. The Hours of operations open to the Public will remain at [Wed. 9 - 12]. The Board and David will need time to restore the office to full operations.
