MINUTES OF MEETING March 5, 2007

Members Present: 
Patrick Curran, Wayne Tack Sr. and Bryan Hauschild 
Chairman Curran called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Curran led the meeting with the “Pledge of Alliance”. 

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mr. Tack the Board unanimously voted to sign the maintenance warrants.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mr. Tack, the Board unanimously voted to accept the department reports as read.

On a motion made by Mr. Tack and seconded by Mr. Hauschild the minutes of February 20, 2007 meeting were approved as written unanimously.

The Board met with Trudy Turcotte, Recreation Commissioner. She brought forward two names for the Board to consider for the two vacancies on the Commission.  After some discussion with Bob Weaver and Vicki O’Donnell the Board and Trudy closed the hearing to take a vote. On a motion made by Mr. Tack and seconded by Mr. Hauschild, Mr. Hauschild, Mr. Tack, Mr. Curran and Ms. Turcotte all voting yes to the appointments of Bob Weaver and Vicki O’Donnell as Recreation Commissioners with terms ending May 21, 2007.

On a motion by Mr. Tack, and seconded by Mr. Hauschild the Board unanimously voted to approve the following Common Victualler’s’ License for:

The Board read a letter from Lenard & Kathleen Bronner asking permission for Lenard (who retired as of 12/30/06 as a custodian for the Granby School Department) to withdraw from the state medical insurance coverage plan as of April 1, 2007, but reserve the right to join the state’s medical insurance coverage plan at a later date.
