            MINUTES OF MEETING July 16, 2007

Members Present:  Wayne Tack Sr. Bryan Hauschild, & Mary McDowell

Chairman Wayne H Tack, Sr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Mr. Tack led the meeting with the “Pledge of Alliance”.  

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to sign the maintenance warrants.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to accept the department reports as read.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild, and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to approve the following Common Victualler’s’ Licenses for:

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild, and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to approve minutes of regular session meetings of July 9th and June 18th as well as the executive session minutes of July 9th for the Select Board.

Highway Superintendent David Desrosiers forwarded his observations and recommendations of the intersection of South and East Streets. He feels that the Dickinson Farm sign gives people limited sight distances. He also suggested cutting back some of the tree branches after moving the sign He says that the intersection does not fit the Massachusetts Highway Department guidelines to make it a four (4) way stop.  He said that would have to be a last resort. 


The Board will send a letter to Mr. Laflamme to ask him to move his sign and ask him to contact David Desrosiers to help pick out a better spot for the sign. He will monitor the situation to see if moving the sign helps and will look into alternate resolutions to having a 4-way stop.
Board read a letter from the Board of Health suggesting that no landfill stickers be given out to residents with commercial plates. The Board will wait to make any decisions until after Mr. Martin meets with the Landfill Oversight Committee on the 18th and with Waste Management on the 25th and gives a report back to the Board.

Cynthia Shepard, a representative of National Grid spoke to Chris Martin regarding the installation of streetlights for Trout Lily Estates a new subdivision on Aldrich Street. National Grid is asking for the town to issue a statement saying that the town will pay for the lights and maintenance of the lights upon completion of installation. Chris says that this stems from other communities who after some lights were installed left the responsibility for the lights to National Grid. He also told the Board that he couldn’t guarantee that the road will be accepted at a Town Meeting, as is the process for any new road to be taken under the town’s responsibility.


Mr. Hauschild told the Board that in the past the Town has had to turn off some of the streetlights it has now, because of economic conditions of the Town.  In some cases the residents who have asked to have it put on, has had to pay for it through their own light bills.


Mr. Martin has contacted Town Counsel and will inform the Board at their next meeting of his opinions and options to solve this problem for National Grid and Trout Lily Estates.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to awarded the Hampshire County # 879 bid for Peastone/Traprock and Cold Patch:

Chris asked the Board if they would like him to start researching Human Resources consultants to come in and do a study of the current pay schedule and job description for employees under the Personnel Board. The last study was done about 8-10 years ago. It cost the town around $10,000 then and Chris estimates about $20,000 this time. The Board told Chris to start the process of looking whom the town can use and how much it will cost.

Chris updated the Board that Mr. Nally has been sworn in as Tax Title Custodian for the Town of Granby and that he is still conducting research of other communities’ tax title policies. He has not found a community yet that pays the Tax Title Custodian a fee. He has asked Atty. Mr. Siddell to come the Board’s August 20th meeting, to discuss and answer any questions that the Board has on the tax title custodian policies.

Terry Lajoie asked the Board about their visit to the Chateau Harmony building on West State Street. They Board replied that they are keeping all their options open and visiting places that could possible hold town offices. They will also be visiting West Street School in the near future.


She also asked about trimming the trees at the intersection of West and Amherst Streets. The Board will send a letter to the Tree Warden to look into it. Terry also wanted the Board to know that she thinks that it is a good idea to have the Select Board meetings at the school as she thinks that the sound will be better there. Mr. Martin told her that with budgets cuts at the school (custodians) the town would have to pay for the use of a room, which is not fiscally responsible for the Board. They will try other options, turning off the air, closing the door, etc.
On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to go into Executive Session for collective bargaining and only to return to regular session to adjourn the meeting at 8:20 P.M. Hauschild aye, McDowell aye, Tack aye.
