            MINUTES OF MEETING August 20, 2007

Chairman Wayne H Tack, Sr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Mr. Tack led the meeting with the “Pledge of Alliance”.  

Mr. Siddall spoke to the Board concerning paying the tax title custodian Steve Nally an additional fee for those duties (Mr. Siddell recommended to the Board at an early meeting to appoint a tax title custodian) besides his duties as “Town Treasurer”. Mr. Siddell is the attorney that the Town hired to handle all the tax title work after it is handed over to the Treasure’s office from the Tax Collector’s office.

Mr. Siddell says that other large towns pay additional compensation for the duties of the Tax Title Custodian.

Mary McDowell asked Mr. Siddell to look into the surrounding towns to see if or what they pay a tax title custodian. Mr. Siddell will ask the surrounding towns and get back to the Board.

Mr. Siddell did recommend that the town use a tax title custodian and pay a fee in future auctions. He also said that it is not mandatory for t he town to do so under state laws.

He also said that as long as the Board had appointed Mr. Nally as the tax title custodian it did not matter whether or not he was actually sworn in to make the selling of a tax title property legal.

Nancy Hoffenberg gave a presentation to the Board on the new pieces that the “Friends of Dufresne” purchased with the $15,000 donation from Florence Savings Bank. She is hoping for a September 23 community build. 

On a motion by Mr. Tack and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to sign the maintenance warrants.
