Chairman Wayne H Tack, Sr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Mr. Tack led the meeting with the “Pledge of Allegiance ”.  

No visitor’s came forward to be recognized for comments.
On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to accept the Board of Selectmen’s executive session minutes of October 15th, 2007 as read.

Mr. Martin asked Mr. Bail to speak to the Board. Mr. Al Bail met with the Board and thanked the Board for creating an independent committee to review the Town Administrator. He briefly went over the DOR review and made note that it is appropriate to examine the changes one year later. He wanted to remind the Board that they were not evaluating Mr. Martin or the Selectboard. “The task of this committee is not to lay blame. It is basically a needs assessment, what needs to be done to fully develop the concept of Town Administrator. We are interested in any improvement that may be necessary, not to lay blame. Thus, this is delicate task.”  Mr. Martin asked about at time line for the Committee to report back with their findings. Mr. Bail felt that it would only take 60-90 days and that they would probably be able to come in front of the Town Administrator and Selectboard the first meeting in March.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to approve the Automatic Amusement License for Granby Café’s (Juke Box) and 266 Lounge (Bar Top Video Trivia Game) to expire on 12/31/08.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to approve the Entertainment License for 266 Lounge to expire on 12/31/08.

Mr. Hauschild asked Mr. Tompke to speak to the Board on how the Public Safety Building Committee would be presenting their article on the town floor for the Special Town Meeting on December 10.  He said that Kastle-Boos would be at the meeting with posters and handout, as well as being available for any questions that needed to be answered by residents. He asked the Board if they could change the article and ask for all the money instead of coming back in two months. Chris told him that they could not as the warrant and motion were specific in its wording. He then asked about withdrawing the motion if it looked like it might fail. Mr. Bail, Town Moderator said that he would not support withdrawing the motion but would agree to postpone the article indefinitely. Mr. John Libera, Finance Committee said that the Finance Committee was in favor of the building but with only using the money that we have available. Mr. Trompke again pointed out that the article needed to get approved on the 10th to be able to receive the $82,000 grant money that the police department was awarded. Mr. Trompke and Mr. Hauschild will meet with the Finance Committee on Wednesday and discuss the presentation further. Mr. Trompke also asked the Board if they could increase the number of members on the Public Safety Building Committee. The Board took it under advisement and will get back to Mr. Trompke at a later date.

TOWN ADMINISTRATOR REPORT
1.) Mr. Martin read letter from Eva Sartori resigning from her position as a Library Trustee. The Board accepted her resignation with regret and wishes well in her future endeavors.
2.) Electrical Inspector Arthur Courchesne Jr. sent the Board a letter informing the Board that he will be staying in Florida from January thru the end of March or April and that Bruce Pelletier, the Assistant Electrical Inspector will be filling in for him.

3.) Mr. Martin told the Board that he received a letter from the Fire Chief asking that the old pumper truck be declared surplus equipment. On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to declare the Fire department’s old pumper truck surplus equipment.

4.) Mr. Martin informed the Board that the dog complaint on Batchelor Street was resolved satisfactorily with using the Citizen Resolution Committee run by the Police Department.

5. Mr. Martin told the Board that he had received a letter from the Department of Environmental Protection and that the Town of Granby is receiving and FY08 Municipal Sustainability Grant, for the purpose of an “in-kind” technical assistance project, titled Pay As You Throw Planning and Evaluation. The award is for $2,800 to provide up to 80 hours of assistance for Granby between now and June,2008. 

Mary McDowell asked Chris where in the new agenda set-up could the Selectmen ask questions. Mr. Martin said that he would include in the next agenda a spot that was just for Board members, so they could ask questions. Mary also asked about the request for payment for the Tax Title Custodian. Mr. Martin told her that it was a letter had come in for the November 19th meeting from Town Counsel and was discussed and a payment was made to Mr. Nally. Mary also asked about New Ludlow Road sewer project, and Mr. Martin told her that with the presentation given by Earth Tech the Board felt they could not precede at this time working with what if situations, it would not be fair to the residents of New Ludlow Road.

 On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to adjourn the meeting at 8.42 P.M.
