MINUTES OF MEETING

February 2, 2009

Members Present:  

Bryan Hauschild, Mary McDowell, Wayne Tack Sr.,

Bryan Hauschild, Chair called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Bryan Hauschild led the meeting with the “Pledge of Allegiance”.

cITIZEN PARTICIPATION:
Richard Domeracki of Batchelor Street spoke to the Board concerning the Landfill Ad-Hoc Committee; he was on the previous Landfill Site Committee. They had roughly 17 meetings and the timetable was about 3-3 ½ months. They had hired Tighe & Bond to research financial issues and design issues. He really was concerned that the town was getting paid what it should be getting paid. The committee really needs to get the Environmental Impact report from DEP that Waste Management needs to move forward. He also told the board that there were 6 financial conditions that he felt should be considered in the host agreement. 1.) It appeared that Waste Management uses too much cover material 2.)  Over 50% of the cover material was classified as contaminated and recommended that the town charge for cover material. 3.) Recommend that town set-up a corrective action fund that they ask Waste Management (WM) pay into it to cover any catastrophic conditions after the landfill closes. 5 areas that could cost roughly 11 million dollars that someone would be responsible for. Largest being contamination of ground water. That in it self could cost 6 million dollars. So they recommend that WM set aside so much per ton to cover some of the conditions that may occur doing after the landfill closes. There is a post closure period that lasts 30years.  WM could petition DEP to close the landfill in less than 30 years. Who is going to pay for landfill when it is closed? Who is going to mow it?  Who is going to monitor it? These are questions that need to be answered. Mr. Domeracki wants to make sure that WM has a financial obligation to pay for anything that goes wrong after the landfill closes. WM has 50 million dollar liability insurance and a 5 million deductible. Who pays the deductible? They did say we had a fair fee for our host fee, but the board should look at these other points.


Mr. Hauschild thanked Mr. Domeracki for coming in and speaking to the Board and acknowledges that Mr. Domeracki served diligently for the town on the former committee. He also told him that most of the points that he brought up are involved in the host agreement negotiations as we speak and those that are not will be brought up by the landfill ad-hoc advisory committee.

On a motion by Mary McDowell and seconded by Mr. Tack, it was unanimously voted to accept the departmental reports as written.

On a motion by Mary McDowell and seconded by Mr. Tack, it was unanimously voted to approve and sign the maintenance warrants.

AECON Mary Monahan-Burgress spoke to the Board and update on the New Ludlow Road Sewer Project. The project has not changed but the funding has because of the proposed stimulus package by the Governor. (Update notes follow meeting minutes). Mr. Bombardier is still concerned about the zone change from residential to light industrial business area. Mr. Clement said that the Planning Board had discussed changing the zone to light industrial. He will bring this discussion back to the Planning Board and have them check with Pioneer Valley Planning to do a study to bring to town meeting to show why it should be changed to light industrial versus residential.  Mary Monahan-Burgress did remind the Board that this is a two town meeting process. The town would need one meeting for the design phase and a second one to approve the project in its entirety. They are looking to have everything in its place to proceed as soon as possible. Mr. Martin was looking at the end of March beginning of April special town meeting.

Mike Sarnacki, chair of the Fields Committee gave the board an update on the committee’s activities. With regards to the basefields at Dufresne and have received bids on the fence. It has been awarded to Fairview Fencing and just waiting for the snow to disappear to get it in for spring. The cost of the fence is under $2,000. It will be only a homerun fence. They are saving the backstop frame and will be rewiring the frame. It will be much easy to mow now. We are still in the process to relocate a practice field. Mr. Pietras is working with the schools to use one of their fields that are already being mowed. Probably at West Street School, back corner by Crescent and Porter Street. Mr. Desrosiers is spear heading the efforts to find an area for a soccer field. Mr. Desrosiers is concerned about the wetlands at Dufresne Park. He will not have time if the town receives stimulus monies. He will be too busy redoing the road projects for the town. Which means that any soccer field being done will cost more money. We have limited funds. So that is still a project in the planning stages. The Board asked about Aldrich Field backstop. Mr. Sarnacki said that it was not in good shape and needs to come down. 

Board received the Town of Granby’s Local Natural Hazards Mitigation Plan. The Granby Natural Hazards Mitigation Planning Committee and Pioneer Valley Planning Commission prepared this Plan. Each of the members will take their copies and read them over to discuss at their next meeting.

On a motion by Mary McDowell and seconded by Mr. Tack, it was unanimously voted to have Bryan Hauschild sign as Selectboard Chair, the official municipal Emergency Response Coordinator Appointment Form. This form shows that Jeffrey McPherson has been official appointed as the town’s Emergency Response Coordinator by the Board. This is for the Massachusetts State Emergency Response Commission (SERC).

On a motion by Mary McDowell and seconded by Mr. Tack, it was unanimously voted to accept and sign the minutes of January 20, 2009 as amended: “on page 4, paragraph 3 that the March 14th, 2009 deadline can be extended by the committee if more time is needed.”

Board discussed letter from Charlotte Sousa requesting that an article be placed on the next town meeting warrant to have Trout Lily Lane be accepted as an official town road. Chris told the board that a letter has been sent to both Planning Board and the Highway Superintendent for written recommendations on the request.

OLD BUSINESS AND INFORMATION:

Mr. Martin updated the board on the following:

Stravros: On a motion by Mary McDowell and seconded by Mr. Tack, it was unanimously voted to amend the time of performance to be extended to April 30, 2009 from the original contract that was signed with Stravros for December 31. 2008. 

Procurement: Board continued discussion from Mary McDowell concerning her motion to have the town do RFP's for all services over $15,000. Cathy Leonard with Jeanne Crosby helped called 15 different towns in Massachusetts and asked the following questions. 1.Does your town have a procurement policy, 2.) Is there a $ amount where you require an RFP issued, 3.) Do you just follow 30-B Regulations (Copy of survey at the end of the minutes)? 13 towns responded.  9 of those towns only followed 30-Regulations only 2 of those towns use a $ amount. Mr. Hauschild suggested that the board follow 30-B regulations and look at all contracts on an individual basis. Mrs. McDowell stilled wanted to make her motion that the town do RFP's for all services over $15,000. Mr. Martin told the Board that the state also has a website that has already done the bidding process. Mrs. McDowell asks the question as to what is the mechanism that we can get the information that a contract is up for renewal. Mr. Tack suggests that when the Board gets the contract the first time we should decide whether we want to do an RFP or not.  Bryan Hauschild would like to leave it alone and look at them on an individual basis. Mary said as long as we have that vehicle in place to get the information.

Mary asked that a motion be made to begin the bidding process for an RFQ on the town’s insurance. Mr. Hauschild asked when the contracts were up. Mr. Martin told the board that he had signed a 3-year contract and they would expire 2010. Mr. Martin told the Board that he signed the contract as the town’s procurement officer. Further discussion followed and no motions were made. 
Mr. Martin asked the Board if the Annual 2008 Town Report could be dedicated to former Selectboard member Patrick Curran who had passed away recently.  Mr. Tack asked if it could also be dedicated to Robert Allen who also passed away also? The board agreed that it would be a good idea to dedicate the report to both men. Mr. Martin will get pictures of both men.
Mr. Martin told the board that the final cuts in 2009 budget from the Governor came in. The amount is $107,840.00. The cuts came from lottery receipts. Mr. Martin suggests that we make up the difference in the budget by rescinding the following articles:

1. Police Chief Search Committee


20,000

2. Kellogg Hall Replacement Windows

50,000

3. Kellogg Hall Siding/Painting


40,000

Which totals





110,000.

Otherwise we will have to look at cutting various departments.

Mr. Hauschild asked what the Finance Committee thought. Mr. Martin said he had not received a call back from them at this point. Mr. Hauschild said he would like to wait until he has information from the Finance Committee. Mr. Tack had no problem the way Mr. Martin presented it. Mrs. McDowell would like to see the Kellogg Hall Window article stay. Mary asked if these articles would be rescinded at the special town meeting in March. Mr. Martin said the article for New Ludlow Road Sewer project for the rural development process fee and the landfill contract if it was ready were the original intent of having a special town meeting in March. A decision was tabled until the next meeting and they had input from the Finance Committee.

Mr. Hauschild asked if a letter has been sent to the Girl Scouts to attend the Selectboard’s March 2nd meeting. A letter has been sent and they are on the agenda for 7:15pm.

Mr. Tack asked the board if they would like to look at the Pioneer Valley Chapter 8 Camping building on West State Street to buy for the use of the Council on Aging. The board told Mr. Tack they would and asked him to contact them and make an appointment for the Board members and Mr. Martin to look at the property.

Mary asked if the Board of Health had contacted the town concerning the Mugnier Property to rent. Mr. Martin said he was just with the Board of Health and he doesn’t have anything in writing. 

Mary McDowell asked again that the review process for the TA be put on the agenda each meeting. Mr. Hauschild asked Cathy Leonard to make sure it was put on the agenda for February 17, 2009. Mr. Hauschild asked if the board has received anything back from the personnel board. Mr. Martin said he has not. Mary would like to have Bryan have his secretary take the two documents make them into one document the questions to be asked of the department heads like he did for the TA Review Tool. Mr. Hauschild said he would. Mr. Martin would like to have a copy of the questions to give to the Personnel Board to approve.

On a motion by Ms. McDowell and seconded by Mr. Tack, it was unanimously voted to adjourn the meeting at 8:58 P.M.
