MEETING MINUTES OF 

May 26 2009

Mary McDowell, chair called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M.

Mary McDowell led the meeting with the “Pledge of Allegiance”.

APPOINTMENTS

The Finance Committee presented the Board with their FY10 budget. Mr. Libera told the Board that the Town of Granby was in better shape then most towns considering the cuts in State Aid and the economy. Mr. Libera handed out handouts (copies in back of minutes) that he went over with the Board. Mr. Libera told the Board if they had any more questions after further review they could give him a call. Mr. Libera and the Finance Committee wanted to thank Mr. Martin for all his help in preparing the budget.
NEW BUSINESS:

Mr. Tack read the Special Election Warrant. On a motion by Wayne Tack, Sr. and seconded by Mark Bail the Board unanimously voted to sign the debt exclusion warrant for June 29, 2009:

Mr. Martin presented the Board with the Special Town Meeting warrant with 5 articles for June 15th. Mr. Bail asked if the Finance Committee would be supporting the articles for Kellogg Hall repairs on Town floor. Mr. Libera asked if there was going to be a description of the project. Ms. McDowell said that she had a scope of the work with the quote that she received, which was for painting Kellogg Hall and putting wooden storm windows. After some discussion it was agreed upon to have 4 articles instead of 5 by combining articles 4 and 5. On a motion by Mark Bail and seconded by Wayne Tack Sr. the Board unanimously voted to sign the June 15, 2009 Special Town Meeting Warrant:

In the name of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts you are hereby directed to notify and warn the Inhabitants of said Town, qualified to vote in elections and town affairs, to meet at the Granby Junior-Senior High School on East State Street in said Town on Monday, the fifteenth day of June next, at 7:15 P.M., then and there to act on the following articles, to wit:
ARTICLE 1.
To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, borrow or transfer from available funds a sum or


sums of money into the General Purpose Stabilization Fund, or take any other action in regard thereto.
ARTICLE 2.
To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, borrow or transfer from available funds a sum or sums of money into the Municipal Buildings Stabilization Fund, or take any other action in regard thereto.

ARTICLE 3.
To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, borrow or transfer from available funds the sum\


of $16,201.75, or a greater or lesser amount, for the purpose of purchasing an infield grooming


machine, or take any other action in regard thereto.
ARTICLE 4.
To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, borrow or transfer from available funds a sum of


money for the purpose of completing Kellogg Hall exterior repairs and renovations, or take any other


action in regard thereto.
TOWN ADMINISTRATOR

Mr. Martin asked the Board about the Rugg Lumber building and the request from Mr. Stephen Carpenter to speak to a Selectboard member. Mr. Bail replied that he received the email on the request but did not respond to it, as it should go Mr. Martin as Town Administrator, as per our policies. Mr. Martin felt that the Board had issued an RFQ and received 2 responses and that they need to explore both those proposals before they could look at any other proposal. Mr. Martin will contact Mr. Carpenter.
On a motion by Wayne Tack, Sr. and seconded by Mark Bail the Board unanimously voted to allow Christopher Martin to sign the Rural Utilities Grant for the New Ludlow Road Sewer Project as presented by AECOM.

On a motion by Mark Bail and seconded by Wayne Tack Sr. the Board unanimously voted to leave regular session meeting at 6:50 pm and to go into Executive Session for Reason #1 to discuss the reputation, character, physical condition or mental health rather that the professional competence of an individual and only return to the regular session to adjourn. Wayne H Tack, AYE, Mary A McDowell AYE, and Mark L Bail AYE.

On a motion by Wayne Tack, Sr. and seconded by Mark Bail, it was voted to adjourn the meeting at 7:39 P.M.
