On a motion by Mr. Tack and seconded by Mr. Bail, it was unanimously voted that the Selectboard close a section of Easton Street (from Porter Street to North Street) from June 1 to the end of the construction of paving by the Highway Department.  The Highway Department will put up signs on both ends of East Street saying road is under construction drivers who drive on this road do so at their own risk.

Mr. Martin went over the articles for the special town meeting on June 15th, 2009. 

ARTICLE 1. : I MOVE the Town vote to transfer from Free Cash the sum of $300,000 into the General Purpose Stabilization Fund. Read at the town meeting by John Libera, Finance Committee, Chair
ARTICLE 2. : I MOVE the Town vote to transfer from Free Cash the sum of $1,400,000 into the Municipal Buildings Stabilization Fund. To be read at the town meeting by John Libera, Finance Committee, Chair
ARTICLE 3. : I MOVE the Town vote to transfer from account 01-192-5803-ART (Article 4 of the 11/19/01 Special Town Meeting for Athletic Fields) the sum of $16,201.75 for the purpose of purchasing an infield-grooming machine. To be read at the town meeting by Michael Sarnacki, Fields Committee, Chair
ARTICLE 4. : I MOVE the Town vote to transfer from the Capital Needs Stabilization Fund the sum of $115,000 for the purpose of completing Kellogg Hall window repairs and painting. To be read at the town meeting by Mary McDowell, member of the Kellogg Hall Repair Committee.
On a motion by Mr. Tack and seconded by Mr. Bail, it was unanimously voted to increase the annual payment for property owners on the Five Corners septic system from $278 to $323, Community System $200 and agreed unanimously to increase the fee from $180 to $225, or 25 percent, a year for property owners who had tied into the South Hadley sewer system.

On a motion by Mr. Tack and seconded by Mr. Bail, the Board unanimously voted to approve the Note #419 for United Bank for $ 790,00.00.  Purpose of original loan was for sewer improvements and West Street School Rood that were authorized at Town Meeting on May 17, 2007. 

Mr. Martin went over the articles for second half of the annual town meeting on June 15th, 2009. 

ARTICLE 10 :I MOVE the Town vote to amend the Bylaws of The Town of Granby, Volume II, Chapter XIX Personnel Bylaw, APPENDIX D Compensation Plan Pay Schedules, and substituting a new APPENDIX D, showing the twelve pay grades and ten steps with a 3% increment between steps to be effective July 1, 2009. To be read at the town meeting by Personnel Board.
ARTICLE 11: I MOVE the Town vote to appropriate as offset receipts fire permit fees in the amount of $1,915 for Forest Fire Warden Expense. To be read at the town meeting by Chief Anderson

ARTICLE 12 :I MOVE the Town vote to appropriate as offset receipts subscriber fees in the amount of $956.50 for Cable Committee Expense.  To be read at the town meeting by member of Cable Committee

ARTICLE 13: I MOVE the Town vote to raise and appropriate $28,900 for the purpose of purchasing a police cruiser for the Police Department. To be read at the town meeting by Wayne Tack

ARTICLE 14: I MOVE the Town vote to raise and appropriate the sum of $271,127 as its apportioned share of the fiscal year 2010 budget for the Pathfinder Regional Vocational Technical High School District. To be read at the town meeting by Mark Bail
ARTICLE 15 : I MOVE the Town vote to raise and appropriate $258,000 to operate the sewer department.

ARTICLE 18: I MOVE the Town vote to raise and appropriate $8,629,080 (of which $7,841,264 is for personal services and expenses and $787,816 is for transportation) necessary to defray the expense of the Granby Public School System for the ensuing year and to carry out any vote passed under this article. To be read at the town meeting by a member of the School Committee
ARTICLE 19: I MOVE the Town vote to transfer from the Capital Equipment Needs Stabilization Fund $77,000 for the purpose of reducing the funding from tax levy for the fiscal year 2010 appropriations. To be read at the town meeting by Wayne Tack
ARTICLE 20: I MOVE the Town vote to authorize the use of $279,283 of Free Cash for the purpose of reducing the funding from tax levy for the fiscal year 2010 appropriations. To be read at the town meeting by Mark Bail

ARTICLE 21: I MOVE the Town vote to assess the amounts raised and appropriated under these articles and warrants on the estates and personal property of the Town of Granby. To be read at the town meeting by a member of the Board of Assessors.

Lisa Anderson, chair of Dufresne Ad-Committee talked to the Board about discount for one-more level for non-profit. On a motion by Mr. Tack, Sr. and seconded by Mr. Bail unanimously voted to approve the following rules and fees for Dufresne Park Rentals for 2009: In-Town non-profits who can show that most of the monies they earn are used to help the residents of the town fees are  $70.00 for the large pavilion and $20.00 for the small pavilions and that the COA-has no fee’s related to events they plan for the elderly.

On a motion by Mr. Tack, Sr. and seconded by Mr. Bail, it was unanimously voted to adjourn the meeting at 8:34 P.M.
