MEETING MINUTES OF 

August 21, 2009

Mary McDowell, chair called the meeting to order at 3:40 P.M.

Mary McDowell updated Mark Bail that she met with John Libera, Finance Committee Chair, and Michael Quesnel, School Building Committee Chair. She also attended the Finance Committee meeting before the Selectboard meeting on August 17th. The Finance Committee has a list of requirements they would like approved by the Selectboard before they will be in agreement concerning the new school building project. Mary went over the list with Mr. Bail. She also told him that she met with Town Counsel that morning to go over the wording of the motion for the Special Town Meeting Article on September 8th. She believes that the Selectboard will have to meet again before the September 8th vote.

On a motion by Mark Bail and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to approve the executive session minutes of August 10th meeting.

On a motion by Mark Bail and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to sign the Special Town Meeting warrant for September 8, 2009 which was already approved at the August 17th meeting, but had the wrong date of the meeting it was approved at.
“Warrant:
To see if the Town will vote to appropriate, borrow or transfer from available funds the sum of $900,000, or a greater or lesser amount, to be expended under the direction of the School Building Committee for a feasibility study at Granby Jr./Sr. High School located at 385 East State Street, Granby, MA, for which feasibility study the Town may be eligible for a grant from the Massachusetts School Building Authority.  The MSBA’s grant program is a non-entitlement. Discretionary program based on need, as determined by the MSBA, and any costs the Town incurs in connection with the feasibility study in excess of any grant approved by and received from the MSBA shall be the sole responsibility of the Town, or take any other action in regard thereto.”

On a motion by Mark Bail and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to leave regular session meeting at 3:45 pm and to go into Executive Session for continuation of an on going investigation and only return to the regular session to adjourn. Mary A McDowell AYE, and Mark L Bail AYE.

On a motion by Mark Bail and seconded by Mary McDowell, it was voted to adjourn the meeting at 5:05 P.M.
