MEETING MINUTES OF 

September 1, 2009

Members Present:  Mary McDowell and Mark Bail 

Mary McDowell, chair called the meeting to order at 3:40 P.M.

Mary McDowell led the meeting with the “Pledge of Allegiance”.

Mary McDowell said the main purpose of this meeting is to discuss the requests from the Finance Committee of the Selectboard for Special Town Meeting on the Feasibility Study for the schools.

a. To commit to the town that the Selectboard will not be in favor of asking for an override vote that would increase the town’s property taxes by more than 10% to fund any projects that result from the feasibility study

b. Letter from MSBA that says two (2) things: first part (About the options, the Finance Committee has referred to them as F1, F2, & F3, which are options that were presented in the previous study that was done by Dore & Whitter, Inc. in 2003), that the MSBA in writing state that they can still be considered as valuable options eligible for reimbursement in the proposed feasibility study and the second part of that request involves the wording of the actual motion for the feasibility study for the warrant for the Special Town Meeting to make sure that the warrant is inclusive enough to allow the study of options F1, F2 & F3 as part of the proposed feasibility study.

c. That the Selectboard, as the appointing authority, to issue a charge to the School Building Committee that specifies what options will be included at a minimum in the proposed feasibility study.

The Finance Committee ends their request by saying that if these issues are resolved favorably the Finance Committee will be able to say that there is a reasonable chance that the town will eventually vote an override to fund some school building project, that means there is a reasonable chance that any funds committed to a feasibility study will not be wasted funds and the Finance Committee will be able to support going forward with the feasibility study. 

After some discussion with John Libera, Chair of the Finance Committee, the Board made the following motions:

(Issue a) On a motion by Mr. Bail and seconded by Mary McDowell, it was unanimously voted that the Selectboard supports going forward with the school study as long as the tax impact does not exceed 10% on the final project.

(Issue b.1) Mary McDowell hoping to get something in writing from the MSBA by Thursday that all options can still be considered as valuable options eligible for reimbursement in the proposed feasibility study. 

(Issue b.2) Mary McDowell met with Town Counsel on Friday August 21st to discuss the motion on the warrant article for the Special Town Meeting. She took the warrant article the petition and the motion for him to review. He says in his opinion that there is no problem with that feasibility study warrant article as meaning that all options are on the table and will get up and speak to that. He will also talk to the moderator. 

(Issue c) No charge was done at this time as Mary McDowell is on the School Building Committee. The Board will wait until they have a full Board and the Town Administrator is present.
On a motion by Mary McDowell and seconded by Mr. Bail, it was unanimously voted to approve and sign the maintenance warrants.
On a motion by Mr. Bail and seconded by Mary McDowell, it was unanimously voted to approve note #420 for the purpose of a loan for the West Street School Roof with United Bank in the amount of Seven Hundred Ninety Thousand Dollars with an annual interest rate of 1.5 % payable at maturity. Loan issue date is September 14, 2009 and the date due is December 14, 2009.

Update152 New Ludlow Rd: Board of Health and the Building Inspector are working together on it. A letter is being composed by Town Counsel and will be going out on behalf of the Board of Health to the landowner requesting something be done. This is the first step. The Building Inspector will be giving this a few weeks and will get involved with it after that. 

Adding agenda #4: 2010 Census New Construction Program 

On a motion by Mary McDowell and seconded by Mr. Bail, it was unanimously voted to approve the filled out paperwork done by Kathy Kelly-Regan, Town Clerk, and suggests that she show it to the Building Inspector before sending it out.

Website Design Committee Update: Mark Bail told the Board that the committee has received a mockup of the town website. It has been distributed to Chris Martin, Emre Evren, Terry Lajoie and myself. He has received comments back from Terry and is waiting to hear from Emre Evren then they will move on to the next step. They are making progress on getting it up and running in the near future.
On a motion by Mary McDowell and seconded by Mr. Bail leave regular session meeting at ________ P.M. and to go into Executive Session for Reason #3 to discuss possible litigation and to only return to the regular session to adjourn. Mark L Bail, AYE, Mary A McDowell AYE.
