Town Hall Attic Clean Out: Critter Control has sealed the building and cleared out the guano. Mary and Chris will check out the attic to see what needs to be removed so that they can finish the cleaning job.

Website Update: Mark Bail told the Board that they have received feedback from one member on the prototype and hope to go to the next step in a week or so.

Landfill Negotiation Status: Negotiations are at a standstill at the moment. They are waiting for Waste Management to clear some issues up before they proceed.  
Stavros Update: No change still waiting for Stavros to send a letter to Rural Utilities stating that we are doing a self-assessment on being handicap compliant.
APPOINTMENTS

Dennis Setzko, project manager for the Comprehensive Wastewater Management Program being conducted by AECOM gave the Board an update on the project. He handed out a written progress report to the Board (in back of the minutes) and went over that handout. They are still cleaning up any discrepancies for database, mostly road name issues and numbering are about 75% done. They hope to have a kickoff meeting on October 7th at the High School in the cafeteria, just waiting for confirmation on the availability.  They will then set a meeting date with the Planning Board after that. They are coming along with the grant application; they met with Len Shuzdak from Rural Utilities last week along with Chris Martin. They will be back in front of the Board in about 4 weeks for another update.

Cindy Dec-Gaspari spoke to the Board a little about herself and why she wanted to be appointed to the to Granby Historical Commission. On a motion by Wayne Tack Sr. and seconded by Mark Bail, the Board unanimously voted to affirm Cindy Dec-Gaspari as a member of the Granby Historical Commission for a 3-year term ending 6/30/2012.

Sgt Smith of Granby Police Department presented Jason Gravel to the Board to be appointed as a part-time dispatcher for the Police Department. On a motion by Mr. Tack and seconded by Mark Bail, the Board unanimously voted to affirm Jason Gravel as a part-time dispatcher for the Police Department for a 1-year term ending 6/30/2010.

The Board received a request from Cynthia Watson, Vice Regent of Mary Mattoon Chapter, NSDAR ((National Society Daughters of the American Revolution) and voted unanimously at their September 8th meeting to proclaim Thursday, September 17 - Thursday, September 24, 2009 as Constitution Week. They also said they would read the proclamation at their next meeting on September 21, 2009.  Wayne Tack Sr. read the proclamation. 
She also requested that someone ring the bell in the town hall at 4 PM on Thursday, September 17. The other churches and town halls in the area, who have bells, are being asked to do the same.  Mary McDowell thanked Mr. Turcotte for ringing the bell and Cathy Leonard for coordinating everything.

Wayne Tack Sr., clerk of the Board read the proclamation officially proclaiming October 24, 2009 as United Nations Day. All members signed the proclamation.
The Board had received a letter from Steve Nally concerning having a policy for operation of the network system. Mary McDowell looked at one from the Town of Rutland and had it updated with the Town of Granby instead and had it sent to each of the members, Mr. Nally and Mr. Martin. She would like to adopt a policy as soon as possible. She was hoping Mr. Nally would be here tonight. Mr. Martin said that a computer policy was adopted in the past. Mr. Martin will get the policy to the Board. Mr. Bail would like to wait until Mr. Nally is present and can give his view. The discussion will be put on the agenda for the Board’s next meeting. The Board would like a copy of all the policies they accept be placed in a binder and left in the office.

Mary McDowell asked if the Selectboard has any jurisdiction concerning the renting of Dufresne for the Granby Call-Force Dufresne Helicopter Event. Mr. Martin said they did, the first thing that should be done is to fill out an application form. They would need liability insurance written naming the town and Mr. Martin would then also send it to the Chief of Police for his input. Mr. Martin will contact Lisa Anderson concerning this event.

Mary McDowell asked about Dam Safety Phase I Inspection that the Town/Conservation Commission received. Mr. Martin explained that inspections have to be done every 10 years on the Town’s two dams (Forge Pond & Dufresne Pond). The Conservation Commission is named as the owners and has contracted out to have them inspected.  They have asked for an extension on the due date and have been granted the extension from the DCR. Mary McDowell asked that Mr. Martin keep an eye on the project and make sure that it gets done.

Mary McDowell asked Mr. Martin if he had any written goals for the new fiscal year pertaining to his job as Town Administrator. Mr. Martin said he did not, he thought that is something that would be a joint effort with the Board.  Mr. Martin and the chair will get together first to go over some ideas for goals.

District 2 Meeting has not been set yet. Mr. Martin and Mr. Moriarty have been having trouble connecting with each other. Mr. Martin would like some dates from him so that both the Prudential Water & Fire District members can attend. He will then contact all the residents with a date, time and place. He will try to get a hold of Mr. Moriarty tomorrow.

Thomas Scanlon has been scheduled for 7:05 on October 5th to go over the Auditor’s Report for FY 2008 with the Selectboard.

REPORTS OF INDIVIDUAL MEMBERS OF THE BOARD

Mary McDowell asked about the correspondence the Board received about removal of underground tanks from DOR-UST Grant. The letter was passed on to the School Building Committee and the School Superintendent. Mr. Martin did not believe the Town had any other underground storage tanks other than the ones at the schools.

Mary McDowell said she has spoken to Jim Barry from Belchertown who is the Green Communities Regional Coordinator for Western Mass. and would like to schedule him to come to a Selectboard meeting and discuss specific energy needs and issues concerning the Town of Granby. Mr. Martin told her that either the October 5th or 19th meetings were available for a time slot.

Harassment Workshop: Layla Taylor has done two workshops for the Police Department and will being doing two sessions for the Fire Department in October and then Chris will follow up with dates for the rest of the Town employees. 

Reinhardt Associates, Inc.: Mary McDowell asked if Mr. Martin had opened and looked at the AIA Document B151; Abbreviated form of Agreement Between the Town of Granby and Reinhardt Associates in reference to the window replacement and painting of Kellogg Hall. Mr. Martin said he had not. Ms. McDowell and Mr. Martin will go over it together tomorrow.

215 W State Move Status: Currently patching and painting is being done. Mr. Martin will be calling moving companies and getting quotes on the price for the move. He is looking to have the move take place the end of October and have town hall closed for a couple of days. Ms. McDowell had some questions about moving the Building Inspector and Jeanne Crosby to 215 W State Street also.  Ms. McDowell and Mr. Martin will discuss more on this tomorrow.
