You may register anytime during regular office hours in the Town Clerks office, you may
also pick up mail in voter registration forms at the Granby Post Office, or the Granby
Public Library, and you can also download a voter registration form, or register on line by
going to sec.state.ma.us go under Election Division, and click on voter registration.

MAIL IN FORMS MUST BE POST MARKED BY THE 19™ OF OCTOBER TO BE ELIGIBLE TO
PARTICIPATE IN THIS ELECTION.

* If you are not sure on your voting status please call the Town Clerks office.

* If you did not answer the 2016 Annual Town Census you may be considered
an inactive voter.

* If you moved within the town since the 2016 Annual Town Census you must
notify this office of the change.

* If you moved out of Granby and have now moved back to Granby you most
likely need to re-register.

* If you registered to vote through the RMV or ONLINE and never received
an acknowledgement notice from the Town Clerks office you might not be
registered.

ABSENTEE VOTING Must have one of the following reasons to apply for Absentee
Ballot- Absentee Voting ends on Monday, November 7, 2016 at 12 Noon.

» Aregistered voter who is absent from the voter's city or town during normal polling
hours;

« A registered voter with a physical disability

* Religious belief; OR

« A non-registered voter who is absent from the state; or

« An active member of the armed forces or merchant marines, their spouse or
dependent, or

« A person confined in a correctional facility or a jail, except if by reason of felony
conviction.
