Clerk Reminders 

 
Are you a registered voter?  If you are NOT a registered voter the following date is the 
deadline for the upcoming State Election that will be held on Tuesday, November 4th. 
 
October 15th is the last day to register to be eligible to participate in this State Election. 

• Voter registration will be held in the Town Clerk’s office from 9:00 am – 8:00 pm on 
October 15th.  

 
You may always stop in the Town Clerk’s office at anytime to register or you can also pick 
up mail in voter registration forms at the Granby Post Office, the Granby Public Library, 
or download a voter registration form; go to sec.state.ma.us and search for voter 
registration.   
Mail in forms must be post marked by the 15th of October to be eligible to participate in this 
Election. 
 
*  If you are not sure on your voting status please call the Town Clerks office. 
*  If you did not answer the 2014 Annual Town Census you may be considered an 

inactive voter. 
*  If you moved within the town since the 2014 Annual Town Census you must notify 

this office of the change. 
*  If you moved out of Granby and have now moved back to Granby you most likely 

need to re-register. 
*  If you registered to vote through the RMV and never received an acknowledgement 

notice from the Town Clerks office you might not be registered. 
• If you have any doubts about your voter registration please call. 

 
Going to be out of town on Election Day?  You may file for an Absentee Ballot.  Absentees 
must be filed no later than Monday, November 3rd by noontime.
